Directions:  All answers must be given in complete sentences, using proper English.  
1. What aspects of the FCSF teacher training that you have received do you actively implement in your own classroom?   List and explain each area that you implement.
2. What areas of the FCSF teacher training did you initially think would not work but later found to be helpful?  List and explain each area fully.
3. What areas of the FCSF teacher training do you NOT understand? Do more than just list the name of the area not understood. Explain what parts you don’t understand. (This will not count against you. I prefer that you are honest, so we can work to increase your understanding.)
4. What have you learned that has most impacted your students’ ability to achieve academically?   List each area and give examples of how each has helped your students to learn better.
5. Do you ever share what you have learned from FCSF with other teachers? What is the response of those teachers with whom you have shared the program?
6. What areas of the FCSF teacher training have you found to be not useful to you as a teacher?   List each area and why you think it is not useful.
7. Why do you think you would be a good person to train teachers with the For the Children’s Sake Foundation? Give at least 3 reasons, and use your best English to explain in essay format of at least three paragraphs.
8. Explain the importance of Christ in your life, and how your Christian worldview makes a difference in your teaching. This should be a 3 paragraph essay.
9. What is the highest level of education that you have attained? Did you score high enough to continue even though you did not?
10. Are you willing to take a TOEFL test (fee provided) to determine your English ability?

11. Do you have the access and ability to use a computer to take on-line classes to qualify as an instructor?
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Requirements and Information 
Requirements

12. You must be a respected godly man or woman, whose life can stand up to scrutiny, and who will bring honor to the Lord Jesus Christ and to For the Children’s Sake Foundation. 

13. You must be employed as a teacher in a Christian school to participate in the Instructor Trainee Program.
14. You must have attended all 3 sessions of the program yourself, and be an enthusiastic user of the FCSF teacher training program.

15. You must be able to work well with colleagues of varying educational, national, and tribal backgrounds.

16. You must be organized, able to follow directions, able to clearly articulate your own opinions yet willing to submit to authority, cheerful and flexible.

17. You must take the TOEFL test. 
18. You must be intellectually able to understand and teach the information from the curriculum of the FCSF teacher training program.
19. You must be able to use the computer well enough to participate in an on-line class for all instructor trainees. 
20. You must be able to travel and be gone for a period of up to 3 weeks at one time.
21. You must receive a reference from a) your principal and b) a colleague that addresses the following areas:

· Your excellent Christian testimony both inside and outside school

· Your proven effectiveness as a teacher

· The respect other teachers have for you as an educator and as a person

· Your proven ability to work well with others 

· Your proven ability to work well under authority

22.  You must be completely honest (by Western standards) in every situation. Any instance of money asked for or accepted for “favors”, or any Foundation funds that are unaccounted for or used in any way without permission, or any other instances of dishonest, untrustworthy behavior will result in immediate dismissal from the program.

Information

NO application will be considered until every part of the completed application form is received, the TOEFL test score received, both referee letters are received, and every requirement listed has been met.

All training sessions must be attended with no excuses for missed days. Work assignments, and all other African Instructor Trainee Program requirements must be completed ON-TIME in order to remain in the program. 
Those selected to participate in the African Instructor Trainee Program will receive a small stipend for weeks spent in training ($30 US per week). 
Training will typically be conducted during holiday times to accommodate teaching schedules.

Provision to pay for computer time required for on-line classes will be made via an account set up at a computer café convenient to each participant. (Computer time will NOT be used for any purpose other than that associated with the explicit requirements of the program).

Participants’ travel (via bus), food (local) and lodging expenses (local African-style) will be paid by FCSF when incurred for Instructor Trainee Program purposes. Such arrangements will be of the level that is typically used by the participants for their own travel arrangements.
Training will consist of the following:

· Small group instruction when I am in Africa
· Attendance at teacher training sessions in at least 2 locations, where you will serve as group auditors and provide your experiences to those attending
· On-line coursework

· Outside reading and writing assignments

· Observation of your teaching by myself with feedback given to you

· Your observation of 6 other teachers with feedback provided to the on-line class 

· Meeting with others as instructed on an occasional basis

Your application will be judged based on the following criteria: 
· your Christian testimony

· your basic understanding of the FCSF teacher training program, 
· your successful implementation of the FCSF teacher training program, 
· your ability to communicate effectively in English, 
· your enthusiasm for sharing the FCSF teacher training program with others
· the two referee letters
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
